All boats must be equipped with a tow line.

All Registrants born in 1989 or later are required to submitegistration, an
acknowledgement by the parent or guardian that the registraneadsand will
abide by the CYA Youth Code of Conduct throughout the event.
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If there is a conflict between languages the English tdktake precedence.

ADVERTISING

Advertising will be restricted to Category C. Each Competivho wishes to take
advantage of the Category C classification must submit dewrieclaration of
intent, including a list of sponsors, prior to or at registrafamnthe championship.
The organizing authority reserves the right to refuse permnisg display any
specific advertisement.

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

The regatta is open to all CYA members (Proof of memhetshibe provided). Non
Canadian competitors are required to show proof of membership in divei
national authority.

Sailors are not eligible for the Green Fleet if they haeeqd I, 2 or 3¢
overall in 3 previous regattas or if they have moved out of tleerGieet to
another fleet.

Boats in the 420 class may use any recognized 420 hull form andctitaurst club
training rig (with non-tapered mast) and shall have a minimumghtvef 100 kg
fully rigged for sailing and in dry condition but without sails and penrsona
equipment.

A minimum of 6 boats is required for each class. Fleets cangpetll be confirmed

by July !

Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and seindiogether
with the required fee, to the Silver Fox Curling and YadhbGaddress below).

Late entries will be accepted only if prior approval hasnbebtained by the
Organizing Authority 2 days before close of Registration.

(c) When 12 or more races have been completed, a bodt’s seore will be the
total of her race scores excluding her two worst scores.

14 SUPPORT BOATS
Support boats shall be identified at the skippers meeting.

15 BERTHING / STORAGE
Boats shall be kept in their assigned areas.

16 HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS
Boats shall be removed from the water as directechbyeSStaff.
