NOTICE OF RACE 

(Amended May 14 08) 

 
1  RULES 
1.1  The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing. 

1.2 The Prescriptions of the CYA will apply and will be stated in full in the Sailing 
Instructions.  

1.3 The class measurement rules of the participating classes will apply. 

 Rules A4 and 35 will be changed to allow boats to be scored DNS and DNF in 
certain circumstances.  

 Rule 60.1(a) will be changed to restrict boats protesting boats in certain 
circumstances.  

 Rule 66 will change the time limit for delivering a request to reopen a hearing. 
Appendix P will apply and be changed to delete Rule P2.3.  

 Rule G1.1 (b) will not apply.  

 Other Rules may be changed. Changes to the Racing rule(s) will appear in full in the 
sailing instructions. 

1.4 Approved life jackets must be worn at all times while afloat. This changes the 
preamble to Part 4 and Rule 40.1.  

1.5 All boats must be equipped with a 6 meter floating tow line.  

1.6 All Registrants are required to submit, at registration, an acknowledgement by the 
parent or guardian that the registrant has read and will abide by the CYA Youth Code 
of Conduct throughout the event.  



 

1.7 If there is a conflict between languages the English text will take precedence. 
 
2 ADVERTISING 

Advertising will be restricted to Category C.  
 
3 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 
3.1 The regatta is open to all CYA members with year of birth being 1992 or sooner 

(Proof of CYA membership to be provided). Non Canadian competitors are required 
to show proof of membership in their own national authority.   

 
 The regatta is open to the following classes: 

Byte (standard rig)  Female/Male,  
Byte CII   Female/Male, 
Laser Radial   Female /Male,  
420 trainer   Female/Male, 
29er   Female/Male, 
Optimist   Female/Male,  
Optimist Green Fleet  Female/Male.   
Sailors are not eligible for the Green Fleet if they have placed 1st, 2nd, or 3rd 
overall in 3 previous regattas or if they have moved out of the Green fleet to 
another fleet.   

 
 Boats in the 420 class may use any recognized 420 hull form and the standard club 

training rig (with non-tapered mast) and shall have a minimum weight of 100 kg 
fully rigged for sailing and in dry condition but without sails and personal 
equipment. 

 A minimum of 6 boats is required for each class. Fleets competing will be confirmed 
by June 20th.  

3.2 Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached form and sending it, together 
with the required fee, to the Silver Fox Curling and Yacht Club (address below). 

3.3 Late entries will be accepted only if prior approval has been obtained by the 
Organizing Authority 2 days before close of Registration.  

3.4 The following restrictions on the number of boats apply: Minimum 6 per class. 
 
4 CLASSIFICATION 
 The ISAF Sailor Classification Code will apply. 
 
5 FEES 
5.1 Required fees are as follows:

 Each Sailor  $100    $135 
 Coaches Pkg  $70  $90 



 Includes: 2 breakfasts, 2 on water lunches, 1supper. 

5.2 Other fees: 
 Service Fee for Refunds of $35 will be retained up to June 20. No refunds after June 

20.

7.4 Number of races: 
 10 (Ten) races are planned with no more than 5 races per day.   
  
8 MEASUREMENTS 
 Each boat shall be subject to measurement. 
9 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 
 The sailing instructions will be available on Registration. 
 
10 VENUE 
10.1 Attachment 1 shows the location of the regatta harbour and racing areas. 
 
11 THE COURSES 

The courses to be sailed will be provided in the Sailing Instructions.  
 
12 PENALTY SYSTEM 
12.1 The Alternative Penalty system will be used as described in Appendix P of the 

Racing Rules of Sailing or as modified in the Sailing Instructions. 



12.2 For protests involving an alleged breach of the rules of Part 2 of the RRS, a short 
arbitration hearing may be held prior to a protest hearing. This modifies Part 5 
Section B of the RRS. 

 
13 SCORING 
13.1 The Low-Point Scoring System in Appendix A of the Racing Rules of Sailing will 

apply. 
13.2 (a) When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the 

total of her race scores. 
 (b) When from 5 to 9 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the 

total of her race scores excluding her worst score. 
 (c) When 10 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of 

her race scores excluding her two worst scores. 
 
14 SUPPORT BOATS 
 Support boats shall be identified at the skippers meeting.   
 
15 BERTHING / STORAGE 

Boats shall be kept in their assigned areas. 
 
16 HAUL-OUT RESTRICTIONS 
 Boats shall be removed from the water as directed by Shore Staff. 
 
17 DIVING EQUIPMENT AND PLASTIC POOLS – N/A 
   
18 RADIO COMMUNICATION 

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio 
communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile 
telephones. 

 
19 PRIZES 
 Prizes will be given as follows: CYA Medallions and Prizes will be awarded to the 

top three finishers in all classes. 
 
20 DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision 
to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or 
personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the 
regatta. 

 
21 INSURANCE 

Each participating boat is responsible for providing it’s own insurance. The 
organizing authority does not accept any responsibility for verifying that a 
competitor is insured.  

 
22 RIGHTS TO USE NAME AND LIKENESS 
 In participating in an event, a competitor automatically grants to the Organizing 

Authority and the sponsors of the event, the right in perpetuity, to make, use and 



show, from time to time and at their discretion, any motion pictures, still pictures and 
live, taped or film television and other reproductions of the competitor during the 
period of the competition for the said event in which the competitor participates and 
in all material related to the said event without compensation.
